	By the end of First Grade students:

· Progresses through the stages of the writing process. 
· Begins to reflect the conventions of written English. 

Listening/Speaking/Viewing:
· Demonstrates an understanding of listening, speaking, and viewing skills for a variety of purposes. 
· Listens critically and responds appropriately to oral communication in a variety of genres and media. 
· Speaks in a manner that guides the listener to understand important ideas.
